Keynote Presentation 1  
 
 "The Family in the dock: the Maltese experience"

Speaker:  His Honour The Chief Justice Vincent A De Gaetano  
 
 Son of the late Vincent and of Annie Montanaro, Vincent Anthony Degaetano was 
born in Sliema in August of 1952. He received his primary education at St. Joseph’s 
Convent School (Sliema) and his secondary education at the Jesuit College of St. 
Aloysius (1961-1968) and at the Junior College of the Royal University of Malta 
(1968-1970). In 1974 he obtained his Diploma of Notary Public from the Royal 
University of Malta and in the following year he graduated as Doctor of Laws from the 
same University with a dissertation on dual nationality in international law. He was 
called to the Bar in January of 1976, and after a few months of private practice 
proceeded as a Commonwealth Scholar to the University of Cambridge (Gonville and 
Caius College) where he read criminology and public law, obtaining his Diploma in 
Criminology in 1977.  
Dr Degaetano joined the Attorney General’s Office in Malta in July of 1979 as a 
Senior Counsel for the Republic; he was appointed Assistant Attorney General in 
August 1988 and Deputy Attorney General in July 1989. In March 1994 he was 
appointed Judge of the Superior Courts (with duties mainly in the Criminal Court and 
Court of Criminal Appeal), and on the 26 August 2002 was appointed Chief Justice. 
As Chief Justice he also became President of the Constitutional Court, of the Court of 
Appeal and of the Court of Criminal Appeal, and Deputy Chairman of the 
Commission for the Administration of Justice.  
Chief Justice Degaetano has published several articles on legal subjects both in local 
and foreign journals. Between 1986 and 1988 he was a visiting lecturer in sociology 
of deviance and law in the Department of Social Studies of the University of Malta 
and at the Institute of Philosophy and Human Studies of the Faculty of Theology of 
the Archdiocese of Malta. Between 1987 and 1991 he was Visiting Lecturer in 
criminal law and law of criminal procedure in the Faculty of Laws of the University of 
Malta, becoming a regular Lecturer in 1991 and Senior Lecturer in January of 1994 
(on a non-remunerative basis since his appointment to the Bench in March of 1994). 
After his appointment as Chief Justice the post was converted into an Honorary 
Senior Lectureship.  
Chief Justice Degaetano has also represented Malta on several committees 
of the Council of Europe and has also participated in Council of Europe 
missions to Armenia and Azerbaijan. He was also Chairman of the Steering 
Committee on Legal Co-Operation (CDCJ) and of the Multidisciplinary Group 
on Corruption (GMC) of the Council of Europe, and also helped in the setting 
up of the Group of States Against Corruption (GRECO) of the Council of 
Europe. Between 1980 and 1987 he was a regular contributor to, and local 
correspondent of, the Commonwealth Law Bulletin. Chief Justice Degaetano 
is also a founding member of the Association of Judges and Magistrates of Malta. He 
is married to Marie-Therese Ambrogio and has two daughters.

Keynote Presentation 3  
 
“Supporting families using community strengths” 
 
The Family and Community Services Resource Centre Programme has been 
supported by the Irish Government through the Family Support Agency for more than 
10 years. During this time the number of core-funded groups (Family Resource 
Centres) (FRCs)) has increased from 25 to 107. This reflects the fact that FRCs are 
popular in local communities and that there is a need on the ground for community-
based approaches to family support. FRCs work within the cupped model of family 
support, locating the children and family within their immediate community and the 
wider context of local services and national policy. FRCs are developed in such a 
way that there are high levels of community ownership of centres in local areas and 
high levels of community participation in all their processes. 
 FRCs are ideally located to provide easy accessibility to a range of services. Their 
presence in the community is non-stigmatising. Work in FRCs is also targeted at 
vulnerable and hard-to-reach groups in the community. FRCs provide a social 
network which would otherwise not be available in isolated areas and areas of 
disadvantage. 
The emphasis in the projects is on the involvement of the local communities and on 
creating successful partnerships between the voluntary and statutory agencies in the 
area of family support. 
The FRC model encourages the sharing of resources, thereby reducing the need for 
the Government to provide individual supports to various organisations and 
community groups. 
 
Speaker: Richard Hickey (Ireland) 
 
Dick was Managing Director of CIBA-Geigy Ireland Ltd, part of the Swiss based 
multinational chemical co. for 20 years until the company merged with Sandoz in 
1996 to form the new pharmaceutical company Novartis.  At the time of the merger 
Dick took early retirement and worked as a consultant to Novartis for 2 years before 
becoming involved in the voluntary and community sector. Dick became Executive 
Director of St. Brigid's Family and Community Centre in Waterford in 1999. 
St. Brigids provides a range of Family Support services to Waterford city, including 
adult and relationship counselling, play therapy and all aspects of childcare.  
Additionally, their Family Resource Centre, using community based approaches, 
provides family support to the Inner City area of Waterford; an area designated as 
requiring special support by the Irish government. 
Dick is a member of the boards of the Family Resource Centres National Forum, the 
National Community and Voluntary forum and Waterford City Development Board. 
He is also a member of the Board of the Family Support Agency.
